As Bill’s pastor, | have had the great privilege of watching him grow in his faith over
these past few years, but greater is the privilege to call him “friend” and “brother”.

As a new believer in Christ in the late nineties, Bill reached out to me, investing his time,
sharing his life, nurturing and encouraging me, he gave me all that he had, in order that |
might become the man that God wanted me to be. Bill exemplified Hebrews 10:24 “And
let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds.”

Bill “spurred” me on to heights that | could only dream of, heights that became
attainable, as | learned to walk in Christ, as Bill walked. Bill spurred me on “toward love”
in my relationship with my wife, with my children, and with others. He spurred me on
towards “good deeds”, deeds of serving and ministering to others in the body of Christ,
deeds that, at first, | was afraid to attempt, but deeds that eventually led me to recognize
God’s call on my life, the call to be a church planter and pastor.

My prayer for you is that you would find hope in your marriage as you learn to put your
trust in HIM...Jesus!
